he voice of the suffering savior, Jesus, can be heard in the prophet Isaiah’s words today.  We are invited into the agony of our Lord in the extended reading of the story of Jesus’ passion.  In the second reading, we who have put on Christ in holy baptism are urged to let the mind of Christ be our own.  Lent leads us to this holy moment.  Embrace it.
Pastor Mac’s sermon, “End of the Road,” reminds us of the awesome sacrifice of Christ in this week.

As we continue this penitential season and enter Holy Week, please note:
· we read a Processional Gospel from Luke
· a Lenten Center is at the foot of the cross

· there are no flowers on our altar

· we omit the Hymn of Praise

· a Gospel processional replaces the Lenten Sentence
· we read the Passion Narrative from Luke’s Gospel
· a guided meditation in Family Notes gives direction to our reflection during communion

· there are no communion hymns

· instrumentalists join our choir
· our cross is draped in purple, a penitential color

· our Baptismal font moves closer to the altar and the cross as we move closer to Calvary
· an additional cross is in our sanctuary, made out of Christmas trees, to remind us that the baby at Bethlehem is the Christ of the Cross

· there is no postlude
· crosses stand on our lawn reminding all of the Sacrifice on Calvary

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.   
Our thanks to Pastor Kriesat for his continued support and involvement with our worship and pastoral care ministry. 
GUIDED MEDITATION:  There is not a square inch in the whole domain of our human existence over which Christ, who is Sovereign over all, does not cry, “Mine!”   Abraham Kuyper (1837-1920), Dutch Prime Minister, Pastor and Theologian.  

The entrance fee into the kingdom of God is nothing; the annual subscription is all we possess.   Henry Drummond (1851-1897), Scottish Evangelist.

Our Lessons:

Isaiah 50:4-9a.  This text, the third of the four Servant Songs in Isaiah, speaks of the servant’s obedience in the midst of persecution.  Though the servant has been variously understood as the prophet himself or a remnant of faithful Israel, Christians have often recognized the figure of Christ in these poems.

Philippians 2:5-11.  Paul quotes from an early Christian hymn that describes Jesus’ humble obedience in his incarnation as a human being, even to death, and his exaltation and glory as Lord of all.

Luke 23:1-49.  Through the teachings and events of the passion story we see and hear the great contradictions that characterize the coming of God’s reign.  The leader serves, the empty disciples are able to fill others, proud Peter is revealed in his cowardice, and Jesus—the innocent bringer of life—is arrested, beaten, executed, and buried.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER: 
Many of us grew up when “Palm Sunday” was a “mini-Easter” celebration.  One of the great gifts of the renewal that came out of Vatican II last century, was the reclaiming of this powerful day as Passion Sunday, the awesome entry into Holy Week.  And so our lessons today are filled not with grandeur, but with the simple message of servant ministry.  Our first reading from the prophet Isaiah is the third of his “servant songs,” that describe the suffering servant of God who submits to God’s will.  (The servant at times is understood as the people of Israel, or as a special prophet or king, as Jesus, or as us).  Philippians picks up on this exact same theme and talks about the humility of Christ…a sacrifice for us…an example for us.  And Luke’s Gospel today tells of the Passion and the ultimate gift of God.  We begin today on the high note of our Processional Gospel and the ride into Jerusalem and from there it goes down hill to The End of the Road.

STEWARDSHIP OF TIME AND TALENTS

This month, our stewardship efforts continue to emphasize how our financial pledges, and the volunteering of our time and talent, are contributing to Faith’s many areas of outreach.   Our focus in March is on the hunger outreach, through the St. John’s Soup Kitchen ministry in Newark. 

For more than 25 years, Faith Lutheran Church has contributed food, volunteers, and financial support each month toward the St. John’s Soup Kitchen Ministries.   We are currently the only church committed to providing one complete meal each month to St. John’s.  Each month, on the 2nd Saturday, Chris Bjornstad, our coordinator for the St. John’s Mission, uses 18 bakers and 14 servers to provide meals for approximately 300 people.  Also, Faith is the only church to bring home-made desserts, a nice special add-on to our service.  In the summer, the number of meals we provide jumps to over 400.  Because Faith has been a reliable source of help for the Soup Kitchen, St. John’s has this year been able to add an indoor Women and Children’s dining room, a hugely important benefit to the neediest of St. John’s beneficiaries.  

The need for food support at St. John’s has grown tremendously over the years.   We now serve nearly twice as many meals on our Saturday as we did 25 years ago, and the need is expected to continue to grow.  Further information on volunteer opportunities is available from Chris Bjornstad at 908-771-5527 or Ellen Rosenkrantz at 908-889-0902.  Everyone, including children from confirmation age and up, are welcome and encouraged to add their time and talent to Faith’s hunger ministry. 

A final note from the Stewardship Committee:  We have completed the annual pledge drive earlier this year, but we are still in need of support for “gap closure” stewardship.  Faith’s commitment to calling a second pastor has resulted in a decline of our benevolence giving to the Synod.  Faith has a long history as one of the pillars of support for the Synod benevolence.    In keeping with the Lenten themes of sacrifice and contemplation, let us prayerfully consider our grateful response to God’s blessings on all of us.

Health Kits for Haiti

People who must flee their homes quickly often do not have time to pack essential items. Health kits can help refugees maintain personal hygiene while living in exile. Items may also contribute to a new start for those who can return home. LWR’s recent shipment to Haiti depleted their stock of health kits, and there is an urgent need for more.  
Include the following items in each health kit: 

· One hand towel, dark color recommended 

· One washcloth, dark color recommended 

· One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its original wrapping 

· One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging 

· One sturdy comb, remove packaging 

· One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, remove packaging (do not substitute cardboard emery boards for the file) 

· Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand), preferably 1/2" to 3/4"; secure together with a rubber band 

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and in good condition. Wrap smaller items in the washcloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in the towel and tie securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.
