During their stay at Broadway House, residents’ weight often fluctuates given the type of medication they are taking and until their medication can be properly controlled.  It’s not unusual for a resident who is underweight one month to be a couple of sizes larger in a month or two, so the need for various clothing sizes is great.


In addition, we are looking for donations of VCR’s and DVD players.   Residents have the option of watching movies in their rooms and this is especially true of residents who are less mobile.  If you have any extra movies, please drop them off as well.

Health Kits for Haiti – LAST CALL
The Family of Faith has been collecting Health Kits to ship to Haiti through Lutheran World Relief and today is our final collection day. 

People who must flee their homes quickly often do not have time to pack essential items. Health kits can help refugees maintain personal hygiene while living in exile. Items may also contribute to a new start for those who can return home. LWR’s recent shipment to Haiti depleted their stock of health kits, and there is an urgent need for more.  
Include the following items in each health kit: 

· One hand towel, dark color recommended 

· One washcloth, dark color recommended 

· One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its original wrapping 

· One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging 

· One sturdy comb, remove packaging 

· One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attached, remove packaging (do not substitute cardboard emery boards for the file) 

· Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand), preferably 1/2" to 3/4"; secure together with a rubber band 

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and in good condition. Wrap smaller items in the washcloth; wrap washcloth and remaining items in the towel and tie securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags. 

Each kit costs $2.65 to ship so if you would like to share in this ministry and aren’t making kits, you can share a check for shipping.  Simply make it payable to Faith and mark it “Health Kits.”  Our thanks to Karen & Bob Berk who have coordinated this ministry.

      Green Tip: Avoid the Daily Waste of Fast Food and Shopping -Next week, keep track of how much trash you generate by eating out and making trips to the store. You'll save resources and save them money. Use reusable shopping bags whenever you go to the store. Say "No Thanks" when the pharmacist or fast food clerk tries to put your one or two items in a bag.
