aster initiates a new day.  It anticipates a new heaven and a new earth.  The risen Lord is making all things new.  In the mystery of holy baptism God has made new people of us.  Today the Lord Jesus invites us to see everyone in a new light—through the lens of love.

In today's Gospel reading, Jesus talks about his glorification and departure.  He leaves a new commandment for his disciples (and us) to follow during his absence.  How does that work itself out in our day and in the various situations we find ourselves in so often?    In his sermon today, “Absence Makes the Heart Grow Fonder???” Pastor Kriesat hopes to guide us in our looking for answers this morning.

We celebrate the joy and hope of Easter with changes in our liturgy.

· Our paraments are white

· Our cross is undraped

· We use our full liturgy, except the Kyrie
· Our new Paschal Candle burns

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  Please note that we now also have gluten free hosts.
Our thanks to Pastor Kriesat for his continued support and involvement with our worship ministry.
Our Lessons:

Acts 11:1-18.  In defense of his earlier baptism of pagan believers, Peter demonstrates to the members of the Jerusalem church that God’s intention to love Gentiles as well as Jews is revealed in Jesus’ own testimony.  In this way the mission to the Gentiles is officially authorized.
Revelation 21:1-6.  John’s vision shows us that in the resurrection the new age has dawned; God dwells with us already.  Yet we wait for the time when the tears that cloud our vision will be wiped away.  Then we will see the new heaven, new earth, and new Jerusalem.
John 13:31-35.  After washing the disciples’ feet, predicting his betrayal, and then revealing his betrayer, Jesus speaks of his glorification on the cross.  This deep complicated love of Jesus, even to death on the cross, will be the distinctive mark of Jesus’ community.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  Newness is the unifying theme of this week's texts: a new boundary-crossing mission to the Gentiles; a new heaven and a new earth as the location for God's new city, Jerusalem; and a new commandment to love.  This is a Sunday to proclaim God's grace dawning "new every morning".  As the church continues to face new challenges and mission opportunities today, Peter's question in defense of the Gentile mission propels and guides us into God's new future.  Who are we that we could withstand God? (Acts 11:17)

The residents at Broadway House, our AIDS ministry, are in need of new or gently used clothing for both men and women, but more urgently men’s clothing.  Donations of men’s casual clothes for any season and in all sizes are needed—jeans, shorts, sweat pants, t-shirts—whatever you no longer need or are able to donate.   Donations of only summer clothes for women are needed at this time—again, any and all sizes.  Quite often, residents arrive at Broadway House with very few if any personal items, including clothing.  During their stay at Broadway House, residents’ weight often fluctuates given the type of medication they are taking and until their medication can be properly controlled.  It’s not unusual for a resident who is underweight one month to be a couple of sizes larger in a month or two, so the need for various clothing sizes is great.


In addition, we are looking for donations of VCR’s and DVD players.   Residents have the option of watching movies in their rooms and this is especially true of residents who are less mobile.  If you have any extra movies, please drop them off as well.
