Jeremiah 31:31-34.  The renewed covenant will not be breakable, but like the old covenant it will expect the people to live upright lives.  To know the Lord means that one will defend the cause of the poor and needy (Jer.22:16).  The renewed covenant is possible only because the Lord will forgive iniquity and not remember sin.  Our hope lies in a God who forgives.
Romans 3:19-28.  Paul’s words stand at the heart of the preaching of Martin Luther and the other Reformation leaders.  No human beings make themselves right with God through works of the law.  We are brought into a right relationship with God through the divine activity centered in Christ’s death.  This act is a gift of grace that liberates us from sin and empowers our faith in Jesus Christ.
John 8:31-36.  Jesus speaks of truth and freedom as spiritual realities known through his Word.  He reveals the truth that sets people free from sin.

TYING IT ALL TOGETHER: 
Today we are at the heart of the Reformation as we lift up and celebrate God’s awesome gift of grace.  Jeremiah reminds us of God’s promise to inscribe our hearts with an understanding and knowledge of God’s will and presence in our lives.  Jesus reminds us in our Gospel that his death and resurrection free us from all the things that bind us, that hold us back.  And God bless Paul as he reminds us that it is God’s grace that forever changes us so that we can share this Gospel with the world.  That sets us on our journey of faith, that empowers our Freedom March.

Faith Lutheran’s partnership with the Masama Mboreny Parish in Moshi, Tanzania began two decades ago when, in 1990, Reverend Masawe traveled from their remote location near Mt. Kilimanjaro to visit us here for three months.   In June 2000, eight persons from Faith, including Pastor Mac and Carol, visited the parish in Tanzania.  On their most recent visit in October 2008, Reverend Mtui and Duncan Masawe came to New Jersey for a few weeks.

 Several families hosted their stay and many of us had the privilege of breaking bread together.  Reverend Mtui and Mr. Masawe shared their perspectives on life in Tanzania, describing their particular blessings and myriad of challenges.

On this Journey of Faith partnership with Masama Mboreny Parish, we see many examples of how our contributions help those less fortunate.  Last year, Faith’s contributions provided funds for them to purchase a motorcycle with side car, pay for months of overdue parish staff salaries, hire an assistant nursery school teacher for their 30+ students, as well as assist with tuition payments for many of the students.  Past contributions have provided for a church roof, construction of the nursery school, secondary school scholarships, granary with electricity, and relieved hunger during droughts.           

New pledges are encouraged and necessary to continue to make concrete differences not only in the lives of our partners in Tanzania, but in all of the lives we touch with our benevolence support.  For the Fruit of All Creation states it best:
