T
hough we sometimes doubt and often resist God’s desire to protect and save us, our God persists.  In holy baptism, God’s people have been called and gathered into a God-initiated relationship that will endure.  Lent provides the church with a time and a tradition in which to seek the face of the Lord again.  Lent provides another occasion to behold the God of our salvation in the face of the Blessed One who “comes in the name of the Lord.”

Pastor Kriesat’s sermon, “God Takes Care of His Own,” looks at some of the promises that God makes to take care of his own – if God calls us to serve Him, the strength and power to do so will be provided.  Using the image of a mother hen, Jesus shows his concern for us.
As we begin this penitential season, please note:

· a Lenten Center is at the foot of the cross

· there are no flowers on our altar
· we move to setting 3 of our liturgy
· we omit the Hymn of Praise

· we sing a psalm response between our first and second lesson

· our Lenten Sentence replaces the Alleluia

· a guided meditation in Family Notes gives direction to our reflection during communion

· there are no communion hymns

· our cross is draped in purple, a penitential color
· an additional cross is in our sanctuary, made out of Christmas trees, to remind us that the baby at Bethlehem is the Christ of the Cross
· draped aisle torches highlight this season
· there is no postlude

· crosses stand on our lawn reminding all of the Sacrifice on Calvary

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table. 
Our thanks to Pastor Kriesat for his continued support and involvement with our worship and pastoral care ministry. 
GUIDED MEDITATION:  Faith is not what some people think it is. Faith is God's work in us, that changes us and gives new birth from God. It…makes us completely different people. It changes our hearts, our spirits, our thoughts and all our powers. It is a living, creative, active and powerful thing, this faith. Faith cannot help doing good works constantly. Faith is a living, bold trust in God's grace.  Such confidence and knowledge of God's grace makes you happy, joyful and bold in your relationship to God and all creatures. Because of it, you freely, willingly and joyfully do good to everyone, serve everyone, suffer all kinds of things, love and praise the God who has shown you such grace. Thus, it is just as impossible to separate faith and works as it is to separate heat and light from fire! 

Martin Luther's Definition of Faith from "An Introduction to St. Paul's Letter to the Romans."

Our Lessons:

Genesis 15:1-12, 17-18.  God promises a childless and doubting Abram that he will have a son, that his descendants will be as numerous as the stars, and that the land of Canaan will be their inheritance.  Abram’s trust in God is sealed with a covenant-making ceremony, a sign of God’s promise.
Philippians 3:17—4:1.  Although Paul’s devotion to Christ has caused him to be persecuted, he does not regret the course he has taken.  Writing from prison, he expresses confidence in a glorious future and encourages other Christians to follow in his footsteps.
Luke 13:31-35.  Neither Herod’s plotting nor Jerusalem’s resistance to maternal love will deter Jesus from his sacrificial mission.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER: 

In the first reading we hear of God’s call to Abram and his promise of heirs and in the second reading we hear Paul’s plea for us to stand firm “in the Lord.”  Our Gospel calls our attention to Jesus’ visit to Jerusalem and the threat to kill him.

STEWARDSHIP OF TIME AND TALENTS

    Having completed our pledge campaign and received approval of an expense plan in support of Faith’s ministries for 2010, our stewardship efforts return again from financial giving to an emphasis on our response to God’s gracious gifts of our time and talents.  Volunteering to help those in need around us, through our outreach ministries, is an ongoing response of the folks of Faith to those gifts.  While coming months will see emphases on different areas of outreach, we take a brief look here at participation of our folks in Habitat for Humanity and Broadway House.

     Habitat for Humanity helps meet the ever growing need for low-income housing.  Over the last ten years, folks from Faith have volunteered their time, along with others, to the Greater Plainfield Habitat for Humanity chapter and have worked on building or renovating about ten houses in the Plainfield area.  New projects are currently awaiting closing on building lots.  Various talents from swinging a hammer to painting are needed at different times depending on the stage of construction.  Further information is available from Lee Daniels at 973-514-1665.

     Broadway House in Newark is New Jersey’s only continuing care facility for people living with HIV/AIDS.  Regular visitors from Faith visit Broadway House usually twice a month to bring comfort, companionship and socialization to the residents, in addition to aiding the staff with organized activities.  Folks who make regular visits are required to fill out a volunteer application.  Regular visitors tend to develop ongoing relationships that are much valued by the residents.  Other folks from Faith have brought joy and entertainment to the residents by participating in a Spring Sing and a Christmas Caroling visit.  In addition, FaithKids visited last spring, bringing a program of entertainment to the residents.
