T
he second covenant in this year’s Lenten readings is the one made with Abraham and Sarah:  God’s promise to make them the ancestors of many, with whom God will remain in everlasting covenant.  Paul says this promise comes to all who share Abraham’s faith in the God who brings life into being where there was no life.  We receive this baptismal promise of resurrection life in faith.  Sarah and Abraham receive new names as a sign of the covenant, and we too get new identities in baptism, as we put on Christ.

Pastor Mac’s sermon, “Promises, Promises,” reminds us that God is a promise keeper in the face of our constant unfaithfulness. 
As we continue this penitential season, please note:

· a Lenten Center is at the foot of the cross

· there are no flowers on our altar
· we use setting 2 of our liturgy
· we omit the Hymn of Praise

· we sing a psalm response between our first and second lesson

· our Lenten Sentence replaces the Alleluia

· a guided meditation in Family Notes gives direction to our reflection during communion

· there are no communion hymns

· our cross is draped in purple, a penitential color
· an additional cross is in our sanctuary, made out of Christmas trees, to remind us that the baby at Bethlehem is the Christ of the Cross
· draped aisle torches highlight this season
· there is no postlude

· crosses stand on our lawn reminding all of the Sacrifice on Calvary

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  
GUIDED MEDITATION:  M. MacPherson (Good Friday 1995)  And here, we wind up in the darkness again.  And this is why this liturgy of Good Friday is so awesome.  For it reminds us that when we strip away our pretense and ornamentation, our sin leads us into the most profound darkness.  And solitude.  Do you remember our confessional each Sunday?  “Almighty God…from whom no secrets are hid.”  We are naked in this darkness.  And like our first parents, we scramble to cover ourselves. With our possessions.  Our haughty respectability.  Our arrogance.  Our pride.  But scripture reminds us, that God will not be deceived.  God knows each of us for who we are.  And so we hide in the dark.  Broken. Hurting.  Each with our own private pain. Each with our own personal guilt.  Someone once commented to me that they don’t go to church on Good Friday, because it’s too depressing for them.  You know my response to that:  It kind of ruined Jesus’ day too.  And yet that’s the world’s way all too often.  Let’s avoid Good Friday.  Let’s ignore the cross.  Things have not changed from a generation ago when H. Richard Niebuhr nailed us as a people who have “A God without wrath, to bring people without sin, into a kingdom without judgment through the ministrations of a Christ without a Cross.”  And so we need to say it as plainly as possible, tonight is not just about us.  It is about the Christ on the cross.  Close your eyes for a moment.  Think of someone you have loved more than anyone in the world.  Now imagine what it would be like to sacrifice that person.  To let them be tortured and to die while you watch.  Not for others you love.  But for someone that hated your loved one.  It is not possible for us to do that.  No one would do such a thing.  That is why Calvary doesn’t compute for us.  It’s beyond our understanding that God loved us so much, that he gave his Son to die for us.  With nails that hurt, with a piercing pain.  Ripping flesh.  Good Friday is not some antiseptic church pageant.  It is the horrific moment that forever changes history.  And us!  Tonight is ultimately personal.  But never private.  Hear again the words that began our liturgy:  “Behold the life giving cross on which was nailed the salvation of the whole world.”
Our Lessons:

Genesis 17:1-7, 15-16.  As with Noah, God makes an everlasting covenant with Abraham and Sarah.  God promises this old couple that they will be the ancestors of nations, though they have no child together.  God will miraculously bring forth new life from Sarah’s womb.  Their name changes emphasize the firmness of God’s promise.
Romans 4:13-25.  Paul presents Abraham as the example for how a person comes into a right relationship with God, not through works of the law but through faith.  Though Abraham and Sarah were far too old for bearing children, Abraham trusted that God would accomplish what God had promised to accomplish.
Mark 8:31-38.  After Peter confesses his belief that Jesus is the Messiah, Jesus tells his disciples for the first time what is to come.  Peter’s response indicates that he does not yet understand the way of the cross that Jesus will travel.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:

Scripture is about promises that God makes and keeps.  Promises that we make and break.  Our first lesson today is the story of Abraham and a phenomenal promise that bears fruit in our faith today.  Paul uses that promise as an opportunity to talk about faith and the gift it is to God’s people.  And all of that is possible because of the promise that Jesus Christ gives in the Gospel…the gift of eternal life.  How does that gift, that promise, help you in your servant ministry?
