I
t is possible to hear in Jesus’ high priestly prayer, a prayer he offered shortly before his death, the petitions of the ascended Lord for his own throughout history—to our day—and beyond.  Jesus prays for us.  In holy baptism we become believers in God, have our robes washed in the flood of Christ’s forgiveness, and receive the gift of life forever with all the saints.
Pastor Kriesat’s sermon today is “Jesus Is Praying For Us!”  We often hear people say, “I’m praying for you,” and we may or may not believe it.  In today’s Gospel, Jesus says he is praying not only for his disciples, but for us as well.  What a comfort to know that we are surrounded by prayer!  Even in the most awful time in Jesus’ life, he was thinking about us.  Pastor Kriesat will help us to understand what that means in our lives today.
We celebrate the joy and hope of Easter with changes in our liturgy.

Our Lessons:

Acts 16:16-34.  The owners of a slave-girl who used her powers to tell fortunes threw Paul and Silas into jail for “healing” her and, consequently, ruining their business.  In prison, Paul and Silas bring the Good News of the Gospel to the jailer and his family.
Revelation 21:12-14, 16-17, 20-21.  The ascended Christ, hidden from our sight, promises to come again.  We eagerly pray, “Come, Lord Jesus,” with all who respond to this invitation.
John 17:20-26.  Jesus prays that the life of his followers will be characterized by an intimate unity of identity with God.  To be so identified with God means also to share in God’s mission.  To proclaim the Word that will bring others into the same unity.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  Our lessons this morning give us a variety of images on this last Sunday in the Easter season.  The Acts reading shows us God at work—even when everything looks bleak around us.  In our second reading we learn of Christ’s sure promise to return to us and our prayer . . . “Come, Lord Jesus.”  In the reading from John’s Gospel, we hear once again the High Priestly Prayer of Jesus and his desire for us all to be one in Him.  All tied up as – Jesus Sends, Jesus Is Coming & Jesus Prays.

The residents at Broadway House, our AIDS ministry, are in need of new or gently used clothing for both men and women, but more urgently men’s clothing.  Donations of men’s casual clothes for any season and in all sizes are needed—jeans, shorts, sweat pants, t-shirts—whatever you no longer need or are able to donate.   Donations of only summer clothes for women are needed at this time—again, any and all sizes.  Quite often, residents arrive at Broadway House with very few if any personal items, including clothing.  During their stay at Broadway House, residents’ weight often fluctuates given the type of medication they are taking and until their medication can be properly controlled.  It’s not unusual for a resident who is underweight one month to be a couple of sizes larger in a month or two, so the need for various clothing sizes is great.


In addition, we are looking for donations of VCR’s and DVD players.   Residents have the option of watching movies in their rooms and this is especially true of residents who are less mobile.  If you have any extra movies, please drop them off as well.
