CHRIST IS RISEN!  HE IS RISEN INDEED! 
 

esus does not leave his followers orphaned.  Through the Holy Spirit Jesus comes to abide with his disciples of 
every generation.  As Pentecost draws near, we are reminded that the risen Christ dwells in us as the Spirit of truth. 

 We receive this Spirit in baptism and pray that in our gathering around the Lord’s table the Spirit will transform us 
to be the body of the risen Christ in the world. 
 
In his sermon, “Indivisible,” Pastor Jim delves a mystery of God's love: the closer God comes to us, the closer he draws 
us to each other. 
 
As we continue to celebrate the joy and hope of Easter we do so with changes in our liturgy. 

 Our paraments are white 
 Our cross is undraped 
 We use our full liturgy, except the Kyrie 
 Our Paschal Candle burns 
 

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the 
Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we 
hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  Please note that we now also have gluten free hosts. 
 
Our Lessons: 
Acts 17:22-31.  In Athens, Paul faces the challenge of proclaiming the Gospel to Greeks who know nothing of either 
Jewish or Christian tradition.  He proclaims that the “unknown god” whom they worship is the true Lord of heaven 
and earth who will judge the world with justice through Jesus, whom God has raised from the dead. 
1 Peter 3:13-22.  Christians have a zeal for doing what is right in God’s eyes no matter what the circumstances 
because in baptism we are saved and made alive.  Thus our Christian beliefs and behavior are to be a matter of public 
record just as our baptism is. 
John 14:15-21.  In final words to his disciples on the night of his arrest, Jesus encourages obedience to his 
commandments and speaks of the Spirit, who will be with them forever. 
 
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER: 
Jesus tells his disciples that when the Holy Spirit comes to abide with us and among us, we will see Jesus, know that 
we are in him and that he is in the Father. For God, love is an action word, and in love the triune God comes 
intimately close to us and draws us closer to each other. In the Acts reading, St. Paul proclaims the good news to the 
Athenians, telling them that the God they seek is as close as their own breath, creating, sustaining and giving life to 
all, as Jesus himself demonstrated. St. Peter's baptismal sermon continues, as he encourages a community under 
pressure to proclaim the good news of Jesus in love, service and suffering because God can transform even death into 
a time for liberation. Jesus made known God's loving heart when he suffered, died and rose again. But now that Jesus 
has ascended to God's right hand, he is closer to his people than ever. In fact, now we're indivisible.

Am I my Brother’s Keeper? 

     
 We are our brother’s (…. and sister’s) keepers – locally 
and beyond!  And one of the many ways we respond to 
Cain’s question is through our active support of the 
ministries of Lutheran Social Ministries of New Jersey.  
LSM is part of our stewardship focus this month as it allows 
us to participate in many ministries, near and far.  
     For seniors, LSM provides affordable housing with 
social services and assisted living, some offering skilled 
nursing and rehabilitative care.  LSM operates a Continuing 
Care Retirement Community at Crane’s Mill offering a 
complete range of services from assisted living to full 
nursing home care.  Recall that, working with LSM, we at 
Faith came very close to an intimate connection with such a 
center right here in New Providence. 
     LSM’s community outreach includes provision of 
adoption services for adoptees and adoptive families by 
placing infants, older children, special needs children and 
sibling groups.  It includes immigration services such as 
English as a Second Language courses and employment 
support for refugees.  LSM provides residential services for 
children and developmentally disabled women and runs a 
day center for the homeless in Camden.  Affordable housing 
also is provided by LSM for those meeting a qualifying 
need.  And beyond our local community, LSM provides 
support for worldwide Lutheran Disaster Response. 
     Our support of Lutheran Social Ministries thereby gives 
all of us the opportunity to be our brothers’ and sisters’ 
keepers for many of God’s children. 
     This month we also focus on the stewardship of our 
talents.  Look for a mailing containing forms for every 
family member to indicate the areas in which you have 
particular talents or desires to share your time and efforts to 
contribute to the life and ministries of the Family of Faith.  
This year’s form has been expanded to include additional 
specific areas offering additional opportunities to serve 
while enriching your life in the Family.
