EASTER GOSPEL LITURGY
T
he image of the Good Shepherd shows us how the risen Christ brings us to life.  It is the relationship between the shepherd and the sheep, one of mutual knowledge and love, that gives the shepherd authority.  The shepherd’s willingness to lay down his life for the sheep shows his love.  First John illustrates what it means to lay down our lives for one another by the example of sharing our wealth with any sister or brother in need.
Pastor Mac’s sermon, “We Are What We Do?” reminds us of our daily call to servant ministry and God’s wonderful Easter grace.
We celebrate the joy and hope of Easter with changes in our liturgy.

· Our paraments are white

· Our cross is undraped

· We use our full liturgy, except the Kyrie
· Our new Paschal Candle burns

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.
Our thanks to Pastor Kriesat for his continued support and involvement with our worship ministry.
Our Lessons:

Acts 4:4-12.  Peter and John had been arrested the previous day because they were proclaiming the news of the resurrection to the people.  In today’s reading, Peter is filled with the Holy Spirit so that he is able to proclaim salvation in Jesus’ name to the religious authorities.
1 John 3:16-24.  Jesus’ death on our behalf is the clearest demonstration of divine love.  This is the very love we share with others, not just through our words but especially through our deeds.  In sharing such love we fulfill God’s commandments.
John 10:11-18.  In language that recalls the twenty-third psalm, Jesus describes himself as the shepherd who cares for his sheep.  He is willing to die for them, and he is able to overcome death for them.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  

Our first lesson continues our reading in Acts, telling us how the power of Easter changed the early church.  In today’s lesson, Peter gives a bold proclamation of Jesus as the cornerstone of faith.  Our second lesson reminds us that this is all true because Jesus loved us so much that he gave his life for us.  And our Gospel is the familiar passage from John in which Jesus says boldly, “I am the good shepherd.”  The caretaker, the giver, who is willing to give himself up for those in his care.  Today’s lessons hopefully have us reexamining what we do with our lives in response to the sacrifice of Christ.  And what a great context to do this exploration as we are filled and surrounded with this glorious Gospel music.
