“O
 Lord, our Lord, how majestic is your name in all the earth!”  Today we celebrate the name of God: Holy blessed Trinity.  There is no other day quite like this one in the church’s year.  There is no other god like ours.  Praise Father, Son, and Holy Spirit!
Pastor Kriesat’s sermon today is “Can We Bear the Truth?”   In our Gospel reading this morning, Jesus tells his disciples that he has much more to teach them before he leaves to return to the Father, but cannot.  He tells them that they cannot bear to hear it.  CAN WE?  Sometimes we need to be in the right mood or the right place to hear God's word.  Jesus promises that the Holy Spirit will guide us "into all truth."  Pastor Kriesat will try to help us understand how and when the Spirit works among us today and how we can be more open to the Spirit's direction.
The Sacrament today will be administered by Intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  Please note that we now also have gluten free hosts.
Our thanks to Pastor Kriesat for his continued support and involvement with our Family ministry these last 16 months.  As he shares the Word for the last time in our interim ministry, we thank God for the blessing he has been.
Our Lessons:

Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31.  In the Bible, wisdom has many faces.  It is portrayed in terms sometimes human and sometimes divine.  Often, it is personified as feminine.  In this passage, Woman Wisdom is depicted not only as the first creation of God but also as God’s helper, rejoicing in God’s creation, especially in human beings.
Romans 5:1-15.  Paul describes the life of faith with reference to God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit.  Even now, we have peace with God through Jesus, and our hope for the future is grounded in the love of God that we experience through Christ’s Holy Spirit.
John 16:12-15.  Jesus’ ongoing presence with the disciples will be borne by the coming Spirit, who will guide them and communicate to them Jesus’ will and glory.

TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  
All three of today's readings are classical biblical texts utilized in teaching Trinitarian doctrine.  In the passage from Proverbs, playful wisdom delights in the self-proclamation of herself as the first product of God's actions, as one who reveled in the presence of the Maker at creation.  The Gospel reading announces the coming of the Spirit while the reading from Romans speaks in Trinitarian terms God—Jesus Christ—Holy Spirit.

The residents at Broadway House, our AIDS ministry, are in need of new or gently used clothing for both men and women, but more urgently men’s clothing.  Donations of men’s casual clothes for any season and in all sizes are needed—jeans, shorts, sweat pants, t-shirts—whatever you no longer need or are able to donate.   Donations of only summer clothes for women are needed at this time—again, any and all sizes.  Quite often, residents arrive at Broadway House with very few if any personal items, including clothing.  During their stay at Broadway House, residents’ weight often fluctuates given the type of medication they are taking and until their medication can be properly controlled.  It’s not unusual for a resident who is underweight one month to be a couple of sizes larger in a month or two, so the need for various clothing sizes is great.


In addition, we are looking for donations of VCR’s and DVD players.   Residents have the option of watching movies in their rooms and this is especially true of residents who are less mobile.  If you have any extra movies, please drop them off as well.
