od is the source of our nourishment.  Our Lord’s invitation to “take and eat … take and drink” is a repeated one.  In the Holy Eucharist, in the Word read and proclaimed, in the assembly of the people of God, the dominion of God has come near.  Rejoice!  Your name is written in heaven.
Pastor Mac’s sermon, “Which Doesn’t Belong and Why?” reminds us our Lord’s invitation to be sharing the Gospel with all people. 
The Sacrament today will be administered by Intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  Please note that we now also have gluten free hosts.
Our Lessons:

Isaiah 66:10-14.  Those who returned from the exile found that the hopes of the glorious restoration of Judah were not completely fulfilled.  For these disappointed people, the prophet envisions salvation in the image of a nursing woman.  Mother Jerusalem and a mothering God remind the community how they are sustained and supported.
Galatians 6:7-16.  In the close of his letter to the Galatians, Paul encourages them to live as people made right with God through faith in Jesus Christ.  Here Paul offers practical advice about how believers exercise common concern for one other in “the family of faith.”
Luke 10:1-11, 16-20.  Jesus commissions harvesters and laborers to go where he would go and do what he would do.  Risking hardship and danger in exchange for the experience of great joy, they offer peace and healing as signs that the reign of God is near.
TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  What beautiful images Isaiah uses in our first lesson to talk about how God cares for us.  He tells us God is like a loving mother who nurses and cares for us.  Could you get a more basic image?  In our second lesson, Paul concludes his letter to the Galatians by reminding the Christians (and us) that our resurrection hope changes us as he invites us to “work for the good all.”  And our Gospel reading tells of Jesus sending his disciples out to share the love and hope of God…two by two.  And when they come back, they “returned with joy.”  What a great pattern for witnessing.  What a great model for faith.  What a super lesson as our Appalachian Mission Team departs for Cosby, Tennessee right after our second service.
            And for those of you reading ahead.  Mormons, Jehovah’s Witnesses and Lutherans.  Which doesn’t belong and why?
