alled to contemplate the cost of discipleship today, we might be helped by making Paul’s request to Philemon into our prayer of the day:  “Refresh my heart in Christ.”  Strengthened by the company of forgiveness of the Christ in the blessed sacrament and recalling God’s grace in remembrance of baptism, we can be strengthened in this hour to choose life in God as our own.
Let Go! Taking the first step as an apprentice to Jesus means letting go of everything else we use to define ourselves, including family, job and possessions. In his sermon, Pastor Jim describes the day-to-day sacrifices of discipleship and explores what it means for us to own nothing as we live together in God's kingdom.

The Sacrament today will be administered by Intinction.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.  Please note that we now also have gluten free hosts.
Our Lessons:

Deuteronomy 30:15-20.  Moses speaks to the Israelites, who are about to enter the land promised to their ancestors, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.  In this passage, he lays out the stark choice before them:  Choose life by loving and obeying the Lord; or choose death by following others gods.
Philemon 1-21.  While Paul was in prison, he was aided by a runaway slave named Onesimus.  The slave’s master, Philemon, was a Christian friend of Paul.  Paul told Onesimus to return to his master and encouraged Philemon to receive Onesimus back as a Christian brother.
Luke 14:25-33.  Jesus speaks frankly about the fearsome costs of discipleship.  Those who follow him should know from the outset that completing the course of discipleship will finally mean renouncing all other allegiances.

TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:  
God's people continually stand on the edge of the new life in God's kingdom. In our first reading, we hear God asking Israel to consider what type of life they will lead when they take the next step on their journey. Will they live as God's people or will they bow down to the gods of the land around them? Likewise, Paul takes his friend Philemon to the edge and shows him the possibility of new life by setting the slave Onesimus free. Will Philemon reclaim Onesimus as his property or will he let him go and receive him as a brother. Jesus too asks his would-be followers to consider the cost of the new life he offers. How much will it cost us to apprentice under Jesus? Well, how much do you have?
