The prophet Ezekiel tells of warning the wicked to turn from their ways, and Paul reminds us that love is the fulfilling of the law.  We gather in the name of Christ, assured that he is present among us with gifts of peace and reconciliation.
Pastor Mac’s sermon, “Oprah’s Book Club,” lifts up the Book of Faith, as we begin another program year of ministry, guided and supported by God’s Word.
Thanks to Lynne Melhuish for the beautiful breezeway bulletin board that highlights our year long theme, “Book of Faith.”  Stop by and see this new creation on your way to our Gala Ministry Fair in Franklin Nelson Hall.

The Sacrament today will be administered by intinction at the step.  If you are visiting with us and believe as we do that in the Sacrament we receive God’s gift of life and forgiveness, if you are a baptized member of the Christian Church, we hope you will join us at the Lord’s table.

We are thankful all for their musical gifts which remind us of the joy of the Gospel that God’s Word constantly shares.

Our Lessons:

Ezekiel 33:7-11.  God appointed Ezekiel as a sentinel for the house of Israel.  Ezekiel must faithfully convey God’s warnings to the people.  Remarkably, God—who is about to attack Jerusalem—gives a warning with the hope that repentance will make the attack unnecessary.
Romans 13:8-14.  The obligation of Christians is to love one another and so fulfill the heart and goal of the law.   Clothes make the person as we “put on the Lord Jesus Christ” and live today in light of the future God has in store for us.
Matthew 18:15-20.  Jesus offers practical advice to his disciples on how individuals—and the church as a whole—should show wrong doers their need for repentance.

TYING IT ALL TOGETHER:

Our first lesson reminds us of the need to be speaking and teaching the Word of God, so that others might know God’s presence and place in their lives.  As we continue to read through the book of Romans, we are again reminded of the teachings and lifestyle of Christians.  And Matthew gives basic instruction on how to live in Christian community.  A critical lesson, since when the Church is busy fighting…God’s work doesn’t get done.

Green Food for Thought
From the ELCA Statement “Caring for Creation”:
Congregations have various opportunities during the year to focus on creation. Among these are Thanksgiving, harvest festivals, and blessings of fields, waters, and plants and animals. Many congregations observe Earth Day or Soil and Water Stewardship Week. As a church body, we designate the Second Sunday after Pentecost as Stewardship of Creation Sunday, with appropriate readings (as a development of the traditional Rogationtide).

Where could you see creation themes in the life of your congregation?

Green Tip 

Load Up the Washing Machines - Take sure you run dishwashers and clothes washers only when they're full. Clothes washers are huge energy and water users, so make sure you're doing full loads (or adjusting the water setting) whenever possible. And most of us use far more water (and soap) then we need to when hand-washing, especially when compared to today’s high-efficiency Energy Star dishwashers. So save your time, water and power by putting those dishes directly in the dishwasher after a meal.

Green Opportunity:  BYOM - The Green Team Task Force invites you to BYOM:  Bring Your Own Mug to church.  During the Sunday Forum alone, many disposable paper cups are used and discarded.  A veritable mountain of waste is created over the course of a year.  To reduce the church’s footprint on the earth (conserving trees and water and reducing pollution), the Green Team Task Force invites all members to bring their own mugs when they plan to have coffee or tea at church, whether this be on Sunday morning, at a Bible study, committee/council meeting or other church event.
